CONCERNED by the growing use of the economic and
financial systems of the Member States by criminal
organisations forthe purpose of launderingthe proceeds
of criminal activity;

CONSCIOUS of the impact on the social and economic
development of the Member States of the infiltration into
their economic and financial systems by criminal
organisations;

ANXIOUS to maintain the harmonious economic
development of the Member States and attract legitimate
international investment capital;

DETERMINED to apply the Policy Declaration and Plan
of Action against Money Laundering adopted at the
Twentieth session of the United Nations General Assem
bly devoted to the control of the global drug problem
which was held in New York on 10th June 1998;

TAKING NOTE of the Forty (40) recommendations
adopted by the Financial Action Group to combat capital
laundering set up by the Heads of State of the seven (7)
most industrialised countries and the President of the
European Commission.

CONSIDERING the need to establish in each Member

State effective mechanisms and structures for the
detection, pursuit, freezing, seizure and confiscation of
the proceeds of criminal activity;

CONSIDERING that only concerted and harmonised
action on the part of the Member States will enable these
objectives to be attained;

DESIROUS of establishing within ECOWAS, a structure
to promote the application of the instruments and
standards by member States, monitor their implementa
tion status, evaluate the effectiveness of the measures
adopted at the sub-regional and national levels and adopt
operational guidelines for the said structure.

STATUTES OF THE INTER-GOVERNMENTAL AC

TION TASK FORCE AGAINST MONEY LAUNDER
ING IN AFRICA (GIABA)

Considering resolution A/DEC.9/12/99 of the Conference
of Heads of State and Government of ECOWAS Member

States on the creation of the Inter-Governmental Action
Task Force Against Money Laundering in Africa;

The Member States agree to define the present stat
utes for the Inter-Governmental Action Task Force
Against Money Laundering in Africa:

PART1: PRELIMINARY PROVISIONS

ARTICLE 1: DEFINITIONS

In the context of these statutes, the definitions below will
serve as the standard reference:

Member State(s): The Member States of the Economic
Community of West African States and any other State
that shall adhere to the current statutes.

ECOWAS: Economic Community ofWestAfrican States.

Conference: The Conference of Heads of State and
Government of ECOWAS Member States.

Council: The Councilof Ministersof the EconomicCom
munity of West African States.

Executive Secretariat: The Executive Secretariat of the
Economic Community of West African States.

Executive Secretary: The Executive Secretary of the
Economic Community of West African States.

IDBE: Investment and Development Bank for ECOWAS
Member States.

RIBE: Regional Investment Bank for ECOWAS Member
States.

RDFE: Regional Development Fund for ECOWAS Mem
ber States.

ADB: African Development Bank.

WAMU: West African Monetary and Economic Union

WADB: West Africans-Development Bank.

GIABA: Inter-Governmental Action Task Force Against
Money Laundering in Africa.

Committee: The ad-hoc Ministerial Committee stipulated
in Article 7 of the current statutes.

Secretariat for Administration: The Secretariat for Ad
ministration stipulated in Article 7 of the current statutes.

UNDCP: United Nations Drug Control Programme.

IMF: International Monetary Fund.

INTERPOL: international Criminal Police Organisation.

OMD: World Customs Organisation

COMMONWEALTH: The Commonwealth of Nations.

FATF: Financial Action Task Force.

EU: European Union

ARTICLE 2: OBJECTIVE OF GIABA

a) The objectives of GIABA are:

i) To protect financial and banking systems
and the national economies of Members
States from laundered money;
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ii) To Strengthen and intensify the fight
against money laundering;

iii) To reinforce international cooperation
among its members.

b) GIABA's activities are:

i) To combat the laundering of products of
crime

ii) To contribute in establishing harmonised
and concerted measures appropriate for
the fight against money laundering.

iii) To assess progress made and the
efficiencyof measures taken;

iv) To solicit other African States to become
members of GIABA.

c) In view of the specific context of the sub-region,
the Task Force shall propose recommendations
to enable affiliates to implement the Action Plan
against Money Laundering, adopted by the United
Nations General Assembly in New York on 10th
June 1998, the 40 recommendations enacted by
FATF, as well as related international conventions
and treaties.

PART II: COMPOSITION OF GIABA

ARTICLE 3: MEMBERS

The members of GIABA shall include:

a) Member States;

b) AH other African States that adhere to the current
statutes. The requests for membership shall be
addressed to the Executive Secretariat prior to the
Council's recommendatiorf for approval by the

. Conference.

ARTICLE 4: OBSERVERS

The status of observer on GIABA shall

be attributed to:

a) Inter-Governmental organisations that sup
port the objectives and activities of GIABA,
and/or provide funding assistance:

b) States from outside the African region that
support GIABA's objective and activities,
and/or provide funding assistance;

c) African Member States that have submit
ted a request for membership in GIABA;

d) ECOWAS represented by the ECOWAS

Executive Secretary, IDBE, RIBE, RDFE,
Central Banks of signatory countries, the
RegionalCouncil ofthe PublicTreasuryand
Financial Markets, WAMU, WADB, the
liason committee against money launder
ing in the CFA Franc zone, ADB, UNDCP,
World Bank. IMF, OMD, INTERPOL, FATF,
the Commonwealth, and EU.

ii) Any otherState ororganisation desirous ofbecom
ing an observer in GIABA shall submit a request
to the President of the Council. Admission as an
observer shall be conferred by a majority vote as
stipulated in article 8.III.

ARTICLE 5: SANCTIONS

i) If a signatory State fails to honour its commit
ments to GIABA, the Council, upon the recom
mendation of the Committee, shall adopt one of
the following sanctions:

a) Suspend the attribution of any form of sup
port, including support for ongoing projects
or programmes of assistance.

b) Refuse to recruit nationals from the de
faulting State to international posts in the
Secretariat for Administration.

c) Suspend the defaulting State's right to vote.

ii) If the signatory State persistently fails to honour
its obligations, the Conference shall decide to
withdraw its membership in GIABA.

ARTICLE 6: WITHDRAWAL OF MEMBERS

i) Any signatory State desirous of withdrawing from
GIABA shall send a written notice of its decision
to the Executive Secretary, who shall immediately
inform the signatory States. The Member State
concerned shall address a copy of the notice to
the Administrative Secretary. If this notice is not
withdrawn after one year, the signatory State con
cerned shall cease to be a member of GIABA.

ii) Any State that decides to withdraw from GIABA
shall continue, nonetheless, to honour its com
mitments during the period of prior notice.

PART ORGANISATION AND OPERATION OF

GIABA

ARTICLE 7: THE ORGANS OF GIABA

GIABA is composed of the following organs:

i) the Ad-hoc Ministerial Committee;

ii) the Secretariat for Administration;

iii) the Technical Commission.

ARTICLE 8: THE AD-HOC MINISTERIAL COMMITTEE

The Committee is GIABA's main decision

making organ.

i) Composition

a) The Committee is composed of Ministers
of Finance, Ministers of Internal Affairs or
Ministers of Security, and Ministers of Jus
tice from each signatory State.

b) The Committee shall elect one
President and two Vice-Presidents each
year. If the President is unavailable for
business, he shall be replaced by one of
the Vice-Presidents.

ii) Attributions

The Committee shall:

a) approve the annual report and
the financial report;

b) approve the annual work plan;

c) approve the annual budget;

d) appoint the Administrative Secretary and
Deputy Administra
tive Secretary of GIABA

e) appoint an Accountant andan external Auditor;

f) adopt self-assessment and mutual assess
ment reports;

g) make recommendations on the admission
of new members and decisions on the ad
mission of observers;

h) decide on measures for formal notice to,
and suspension of States that fail to hon
our their commitments;

i) propose amendments to the statutes of
GIABA as need be.

iii) Committee meetings, quorum and decisions

a) The Committee shall holda meetingat least
once a year;

b) The Committee'sdeliberations shallbe con
sidered valid if at least half of its members
are present or represented. A two-thirds
majority quorum is needed for the Com-

. mittee's decisions to be considered valid;

c) Observers shall participate in the Commit
tee's deliberation, including those concern
ing discussions on mutual assessments,
unless one of the signatory States is op
posed to this.They shall not have the right
to vote.

ARTICLE 9: THE SECRETARIAT FORADMINISTRATION

i) Composition

The Secretariat for Administration is composed of the
Administrative Secretary, the Deputy Administrative Sec
retary and the necessary support staff.

ii) Nomination

a) The Committee,on the proposal of the Tech
nical Commission, shall appoint the Admin
istrativeSecretary and Deputy Administrative
Secretary.They shall be appointed fora four-
year renewable term.

b) The Administrative Secretary shall appoint
any other staff required for the operation of
the Secretariat for Administration. In the
course of these appointments, the Admin
istrative Secretary shall take due account
of efficiencyand.technical skills, as wellas
the equitable geographic distribution of
posts among the nationals of all Member
States.

iii) Attributions

The Secretariat for Administration shall:

a) implementthe decisions of the Committee
jointly with the ECOWAS Executive Secre
tariat;

b) draft the annual report that the Executive
Secretary, submits to the Council;

c) implement theworkplanpreparedeach year;

d) prepare the draft budget for adoption by
the Committee and ensure its executions;

e) prepare questionnaires on self-assessment
and analyse the response;

f) prepare mutual assessment missions with
oversight from the Committee;

g) identify, incollaboration with the Executive
Secretariat, the needs for technical assist
ance at State level and facilitate the imple
mentation of such assistance-;
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h) ensure collaboration with the Executive
Secretariat, liason with signatory States and
other regional groups, international organi
sations and Third World countries on is

sues relevant to its areas of competence;

i) perform any other task assigned to it by
the President of the Committee.

ARTICLE 10: THE TECHNICAL COMMISSION

I) Composition

a) The Technical Commission shall be com
posed of experts from the Ministry of Fi
nance, Ministry of Internal Affairs or Minis
try of Security, and the Ministry of Justice
from Member States.

b) The Coordinator of the national committee
for the fight against drugs in each Member
State shall be a dejure member of the Tech
nical Commission.

c) The Administrative Secretary shall callmeet
ings of the Technical Commission and pro
pose the agenda. While awaiting the ap
pointment of the Administrative Secretary,
the ECOWASExecutive Secretary shall call
the meetings of the Technical Commission.
The Commission shall meet as often as is
deemed necessary.

d) An expert designated from the incumbent
chair country shall preside the Technical
Commission.

ii) Attributions

a) The TechnicalCommissionshall make pro
posals, through the Administrative Secre
tary,to the Committeeon measures forfight
ing against money laundering.

b) TheCommission shallalsoperform anyother
tasks assigned to it by the Committee.

PART IV. OTHER PROVISIONS

ARTICLE 11: APPLICATION OF MEASURES

DECIDED BY GIABA

The signatoryStates shall undertake to put in place leg
islative and regulatory measures as well as the appro
priate structures for implementing the decisions of the
Committee and notable the implementation of financial
information units.

ARTICLE 12: SELF-ASSESSMENT PROCEDURES

The signatory States shall undertake to conduct a self-
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assessment exercise on the progress made in implement
ing measures taken by the Committee in the form of an
evaluation questionnaire designed by the Administrative
Secretary.

ARTICLE 13: MUTUAL ASSESSMENT PROCEDURES

The signatory States shall undertake to subject them
selves to a mutual assessment process on the conform
ity of States with international standards for preventing
money laundering and the measures taken by the Com
mittee. The Committee shall chair the assessment process.

ARTICLE 14: FINANCING OF GIABA

GIABA's resources shall be constituted by:

a) a percentage of resources from Community Con
tributions determined by the Council;

b) annual contributions made by signatory States
based on coefficients determined by the Council;

c) all other voluntary contributions made notably by
third party States, international and inter-govern
mental organisations, or Central Banks of signa
tory States that support GIABA's activities;

d) any other funding approval by the committee.

ARTICLE 15: GIABA HEADQUARTERS

The decision on the location of GIABA headquarters shall
be made by the Conference.

PARTY: FINAL PROVISIONS

ARTICLE 16: AMENDMENTS AND REVISION

i) All signatory States can submit proposals for the
amendment or revision of the current Statutes.

ii) All proposals shall be submitted to the Executive Secre
tary, who shall communicate them to Member State
thirty (30)days at most afterreception.

NOTING that one of the major obstacles to ECOWAS
integration efforts is the lack of knowledge of the grassroot
populations of Member States of ECOWAS objectives,
policies, programmes and activities;

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NEW INFORMATION AND COMMUNICATION POImy

ARTICLE 1: Adoption

The new Information and Communication Policy, as
stipulated in this Decision is herebyadopted.

ARTICLE 2: Reports and Implementation Plan

3. Each Member State shall submit a yearly report,
through the Executive Secretary, to the session of
the Council preceding the Summit of Heads of State
and Government, indicating the actions taken within
the framework of this new policy.

.4. The Executive Secretariat shall monitor the
implementation of this policyand shall also submit
periodic reports on actions taken at the Community
level.

5. An implementation plan for these activities will be
developed by the Executive Secretariat and sent to
Member States.

ARTICLE 3: Department of Information

1. The staff strength in the Department of Information
shall be increased so that it can accomplish its
assignment and oversee the implementation and
follow-up on the activities outlined in the new
information and Communication Policy.

2. Information officers employed by the Secretariat
shall be provided with modern communication
equipment to facilitate new technology uses.

ARTICLE 4: Technical Information and

Communication Commission

3. A technical information and communication
commission shall be established to consider and
proffersolutions to the problems facing the sector.

ARTICLE 5: Information and Documentation Centres

4. In collaboration with Member States, ECOWAS
Information/Documentation Centres shall be
established in each member country to facilitate
access to information on the Community bystudents,
researchers, journalistsand the general public. These
Centres shall be set-up in collaboration with each
Member State. The Secretariat shall recruit a
journalist in each Member

State to run each Centre. The journalist shall have
responsibility for public communication and media
relations and promote media coverage of
ECOWAS and its activitiesinthe member country.

2. Each Member State shall provide a furnished
office for the Centre as part of its contributions to
the Centres operations and development.
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ARTICLE 6: Training and Publications

5. The Secretariat shall train journalists in the sub-
region on topics related to economic integration,
peace-making, peace-building and on the use of
new information technologies through the
organisation of seminars and/or award of
scholarships.

6. Intellectuals in the sub-region shall be involved
on an ad-hoc basis, in the information and
enlightenment campaigns.

7. A well-equipped unit shall be set up within the
Secretariat to produce and print ECOWAS
publications.

The carrying of advertisements shall be allowed in
ECOWAS publications to improve the i iality and
frequency of the publications.

ARTICLE 7: ECOWAS Radio and Tele vision Station

1. Member States shall promote and support the
establishment of an ECOWAS Radio/Television

station. In the interim, the Secretariat shall set
up a studio for radio and television production
in the ECOWAS headquarters. The
programmes to be produced on ECOWAS ac
tivities shall be broadcast in all Member States.

2. Member States shall organise enlightenment
campaigns on ECOWAS achievements in their
media.

3. Member States shall explore the possibility of
launching a television broadcast satellite for the
West African region. This project shall be sub
mitted to the Ministers ofTelecommunications for
consideration within the framework of INTELCOM
II programme.

ARTICLE 8: Cooperation with other Media
organisations

1. National and sub-regional integration institutions
shall be involved in the implementation of
ECOWAS Community programmes.

2. Cooperation agreements with existing media
organisations in Africa, such as PANA, URTNA
and the PANOS Institute shall be concluded to
enable ECOWAS use their production and
broadcasting networks.

3. Joint production initiatives shall be co-financed
by the Secretariat and media organisations in
order to strengthen cooperation in the area of
regional integration among the radio and televi
sion stations and the print media, both private
and public.
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•4. National and private newspapers shall co-produce
and exchange feature articles on the many facets
of the West African reality.

5. Collaboration between ECOWAS and the Press

Associations' of Member States, media-related
groups and press centres in each country shall
be encouraged. In countries where these
structures are non-existent, the government shall
encourage their establishment in appreciation of
their role as a sensitisation mechanism.

6. News agencies of Member States, regional and
continental news agencies such as PANA,
WANAD, CIERRO (Inter-state Centre for Rural
Radio Development Research, Ouagadougou),
PANOS Institute (West Africa) and the media in
the sub-region shall increase their coverage of
the political and socio-economic realities of West
Africa.

ARTICLE 9: Role ofYouth, Women and Civil Society

1. The Secretariat and Member States shall promote
the role of women in the information and

communication sector by facilitating their access to
training and positions of responsibility in the media.

2. In view of their importance, the active involvement
of civil society and personalities from various
sectors (labour unions, universities, sports
organisations, religious bodies, youth, women
movements) in the integration process and
ECOWAS activities shall be promoted.

3. Political parties and other elected officials shall
be encouraged to participate in the integration
process and ECOWAS activities, in view of their
role in national affairs.

4. MemberStates should encourage student exchange
programmes in order to inculcate the Community
spirit among youths and school children;

5. Member States undertake to adopt and strengthen
the teaching of ECOWAS affairs in the curricula
of educational institutions, including mass literacy
programmes;

6. An annual "Regional Forum" shall be organised
to bring together regional and international opinion
leaders, journalists, development experts, the
business communities, professional associations,
etc. to debate on issues of interest to the Community,
for the promofon and development of the West Afri
can region and reinforcement of democracy.

ARTICLE 10: Media Funds

1. Member States shall establish a "National Media

Fund on Regional Integration" to improve and
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increase reporting of the West African regional
integration process.

2. A Regional Media Trust Fund shall also be set
up to encourage the reporting and broadcasting
of regional integration issues within the Commu
nity and to develop co-production and programme
exchange schemes, training and exchange of
information on technical matters. The initial

funding shall be provided by the Executive
Secretariat.

ARTICLE 11: Display of ECOWAS Flag

The ECOWAS Flag shall be displayed alongside
the national flags of Member States in any ap
propriate location, especially on public buildings
and in the offices of the Heads of State, the
Ministers responsible for Integration and Foreign
Affairs. This would be a symbol of commitment to
ECOWAS. For the sake of uniformity, samples of
the flag shall be distributed to MemberStates by the
Secretariat for reproduction.

ARTICLE 12: ECOWAS Award and Press Card.

1. An ECOWAS Award for Excellence will be
instituted to reward the excellent coverage of
integration matters. The award shall be in three
categories-radio, television and print.

2. A meritorious award to be known as The
ECOWAS Order of Merit shall be instituted for
all West African citizens who have distinguished
themselves in various fields and have made out
standing contributions to the development of the
ECOWAS region. Subsequently, such prominent
West African citizens shall be appointed
ECOWAS Goodwill Ambassadors who will fur
ther the cause of integration both within and
outside the Community.

3. The. ECOWAS Press Card already instituted shall
be issued to recognised and qualified journalists
selected in each Member State by the West African
Journalists Association or any other recognised
national media organisations.

ARTICLE 13: ECOWAS Anniversary

During the week of the anniversary of the founding of
ECOWAS, ECOWAS Day shall be celebrated in each
Member State in the form of:

a. the broadcast of a message from the
Chairman of the Authority adapted by each
Head of State to suit his country. The mes
sage, which will be drafted by the Execu
tive Secretary, shall include a status report
of the Organisation and shall revolve
around a central theme;
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b. seminars, conferences and round table
discussions on radio and TV, newspaper
feature articles on ECOWAS objectives
and activities of Member States;

c. • designing, printing and sale of commemora
tive postage stamps depicting images of
Community ideals;

d. cultural, musical and film shows on the
realities of our Community and its Mem
ber States;

e. sports competition between Member
States;

f. quizzes, essays, and singing competitions,
debates on ECOWAS and its Member

States.

g. posters, stickers, billboards, jingles and
slogans about ECOWAS and its activities.

h. rallies, mobilisation campaigns and
formation of national and regional socio-
professional associations that would
pursue programmes aimed at promoting
their own interests within an integrated
Community;

i. any other action a Member State may
consider befitting.

RECOGNISING that the HIV/AIDS scourge has become
the major cause of mortality in black Africa causing
economic devastation and negatively affecting progress,
development and health indicators;

AWARE that the deteriorating HIV/AIDS situation in one
of the main causes of morbidity in the West African sub-
region, with an inadmissible death rate and suffering;

RECOGNISING that the increasing spread of HIV/AIDS
amongst women has brought on a massive increase in
neonate infection through mother-child infection, and has
also reduced or even reversed the improvement hitherto
observed in child mortality rates;

RECALLING that there is a dramatic rise in the rate of
infection amongs the youth in those countries where the
disease has been spreading most rapidly;

ARTICLE 4: Co-ordination Mechanism

A Ministerial Monitoring Committee is hereby established
to define guidelines and monitor implementation of the
sub-Regional Action Plan for Integrated Management of
Water Resources.

It shall be assisted by a Technical Advisory Committee
comprising experts and national co-ordination focal
points, national water sector professionals, representa
tives of river basin management agencies, representa
tives of inter-governmental and non-governmental
organisations, and partners in development.

A sub-regional unit to co-ordinate and oversee
implementation of the MinisterialMonitoring Committee's
decisions and the sub-regional action plan is hereby es
tablished. Itshall be set up withinthe ECOWAS Executive
Secretariat and placed under the supervision of the De
partment of Agriculture, Rural Development and
Environment.

The procedure for processing applications for transfer of
approval following a change in company name
occasioned by a company acquisition or a company
merger, shall be as set out in the articles hereunder.

An enterprise which, for any of the reasons enumerated
in Article 1 above, applies for a transfer of approval:

i) must be registered in a Member State:

ii) must manufacture the same types of
goods for which the initial approval was
granted; that is to say the products must
have the same characteristics, and the
goods must still meet the Community
origin criteria.

An enterprise which does not satisfy the above conditions
must submit a fresh application.

MINDFUL of Articles 10, 11 and 12 of the Revised Treaty
establishingthe Councilof Ministers and defining itscomposition
and functions;

MINDFUL of Decision C/DEC.5/5/82 dated 26 May, 1982'
of the Council of Ministers relating to the programming
of trade fairs;

MINDFUL of Decision C/DEC.7/7/85 dated 3 July, 1985
of the Council of Ministers establishing a Consultation
and Coordination Committee for the programming of
trade fairs and similar commercial events in ECOWAS

Member States;

CONSCIOUS of the importance of trade fairs and exhibitions
in the development of trade between Member States of the
Community; ;

ON THE RECOMMENDATION of the Trade, Customs.
Immigration, Money and Payments Commission which
met in Bamako from 27th to 30th November, 2000
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ENACTS

ARTICLE 1

The Togolese Republic is hereby selected to host the
Third ECOWAS Trade Fair.

ARTICLE 2

The Third ECOWAS Trade Fair shall be held from 7 to

16 March 2003.

The fair shall be multi-sectoral in concept with priority
given to professioanl meetings and organisation of
buyers/sellers meetings.

ARTICLE 3

There is hereby established a Regional Organising
Committee which shall be responsible for the organisation
of the Third ECOWAS Trade Fair.

The Regional organising Committee is constituted as
follows:

one representative from each of the Member
States having permanent trade fair facilities:
Burkina Faso, Ghana, Nigeria, Senegal and Togo;

one representative from the Federation of West
African Manufacturers Association;

one representative from the Federation of West
African Chambers of Commerce;

one representative from the West African
Women's Association;

one representative of the ECOWAS Executive
Secretariat and one representative of the
ECOWAS Fund.

ARTICLE 4

The Regional Organising Committee of the Third
ECOWAS Trade Fair shall:

(i) supervise all activities relating to the preparation
and organisation of the fair;

(ii) assist the Executive Secretariat in all measures
taken by the latter in this regard.

ARTICLE 5

There is hereby established within the Regional
Organising Committee an Ad-hoc Monitoring Commit
tee which shall be made up of representatives from
Ghana, Senegal, Togo, and the ECOWAS Executive Sec
retariat.
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ARTICLE 6

The Ad-hoc Monitoring Committee shall be responsible
for implementing the recommendations of the Regional
Organising Committee. It shall report on its activities to
that body.

ARTICLE 7

The activities of the two committees shall be funded from

the budget of the Community.

ARTICLE 8

This Regulation shall be published by the Executive
Secretariat in the OfficialJournal of the Community within
thirty (30) days of its signature by the Chairman of the
Council of Ministers. It shall also be published by each
Member State in its National Gazette within the same

time-frame.

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ECOWAS on the adoption and implementation of a single
trade liberalisation scheme for products originating from
Member States of the Community;

MINDFUL of Decision A/DEC.4/7/96 dated 27th July, 1996
abolishing the criterion relating to the level of participation of
community nationalsinthe equitycapitalofenterpriseswishing
to benefit from the trade liberalisation scheme;

ON THE RECOMMENDATION of the forty-first meeting of
the Trade, Customs, Immigration, Money and Payment
Commission, held in Bamako from 27th to 30th November,
2000.

ENACTS

ARTICLE 1

The industrial enterprises and products fulfilling the
ECOWAS rules of origin and which are featured on the
list hereto annexed are approved to benefit from the
ECOWAS Trade Liberalisation Scheme.

ARTICLE 2

The Executive Secretariat shall give each enterprise
concerned an approval number which must be stated on
the certificate of origin and on the ECOWAS customs
declaration.

ARTICLE 3

Member States and the Executives Secretariat shall take

all necessary measures to ensure application of this
Regulation.

ARTICLE 4

This Regulation shall be published in the Official Journal
of the Community by the Executive Secretariat within
thirty (30) days after signature by the Chairman of the
Council of Ministers. It shall also be published by each
Member State in its National Gazette within the same

time-frame.

CONSIDERING that the professional staff of the
ECOWAS Institutions had, by virtue of the Staff
Regulations been receiving an education grant of one
thousand (1000) United States Dollars;

The education grant shall be paid for each dependent
child up to a maximum of 4 (four) children. The child
must be in full time attendance at a school (kindergarten,
secondary school), university or similar educational
institution.

Reimbursement to staff shall be made upon presentation
of receipts of payments for tuitionfees and related charges.
The phrase, "related charges" in this context, means other
expenses related to the child's education, such as books,
stationery, uniform, accommodation (boarding) fees.

grant provided in this Regulation.

The Heads of State and Government
reiterated their commitment to reinforce regional
peace and security, and to make ECOWAS an ef
fective instrument for the promotion, development
and integration of West African economies.

AFRICAN UNION

6. The Authority welcomed the signing of the Charter
of the African Union during the 36th ordinary Sum
mit of the Organisation of African Unity in Lome on
11th July. 2000. The Authority appealed to all Mem
ber States which were yet to ratify the Charter to do
so as quickly as possible, in order to enable the re
alisation of this project which is of great importance
to the future of Africa.
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ECOWAS PROGRAMMES

7. The Authority adopted the reports of the Executive
Secretary, the 47thSession ofthe Council ofMinis
ters and the meeting of the Ministers of Foreign Af
fairs. These reports primarily focused on the follow
ing:

- Harmonisation of ECOWAS and UEMOA inte
gration programmes;
Implementation of the ECOWAS common mar
ket;
Creation of the ECOWAS monetary zone;
Sectoral programmes for production and
infrastructural development;
Health, education and information programmes;
Administrative and financial matters;
Regional peace and security.

8. The Authority lay special emphasis on economic,
institutional, peace and security issues:

ECONOMIC ISSUES

Accelerating the regional integration process

9. The Authority, having considered the modalities for
implementing the strategyforaccelerating the regional
integration process, with a view to establishing a sin
gle economic zone, decided to establish, within the
shortest possibletime,a customs union inECOWAS,
based on the lowest existing common external tariff
in the sub-region which ranges from 20% to 0%, de
pending on the type of product, and on the progres
sive removal of all tariff barriers to intra-Community
trade. Tothis end, the Authority directed the ECOWAS
Executive Secretariat to carry out a study immedi
ately on the impactof such lower tariffs on the public
finance, economies and enterprises in the member
countries. The Authority also appealed to West Afri
can development partners, particularly the IMF, the
World Bank and the European Union, to provide the
assistance, needed to carry out the studies, and to
cover the costs of any budgetary and economic ad
justment measures that may be necessary.

10. The Authority stressed that efforts to strengthen the
political and economic dimension of integration
should be accompanied by actions and measures
that would consolidate the achievements of
ECOWAS. The Authority directed the Executive Sec
retary to determine and propose specific actions to
support the socio-economic development of the
Community's island and landlocked countries of
Cape Verde, Burkina Faso, Mali and Niger.

Monetary cooperation programme

11. The Authorityexpressed satisfaction at the progress
made in the monetary integration process since the
last Summit held in Lome in December 1999, as
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witnessed bythe adoption ofthe statutesofthe sec
ond ECOWAS monetary zone and the statutes of
the common Central Bank. It urged the countries
concerned to intensify their efforts to achieve con
vergence of their macro-economic policies, with a
view to facilitating the merger with the CFA mon
etary zone and creating a single ECOWAS mon
etary zone in 2004.

12. While welcoming the creationofa second monetary
zone, the Authority urgedthe Convergence Council
to reflect on whether it would be cost-effective to
introduce, in the second monetary zone, a currency
destined to circulate for only two years.

13. The Authority requested the Committee of Gover
nors of Central Banks to revisit the issue of the
ECOWAS exchange rate mechanism so as to en
hance the practical modalities of implementing it.

ECOWAS Passport

14. The Executive Secretary officially presented proto
types of the ECOWAS passport to the Heads of
State. The Authority called on all Member States to
take appropriate measures to put the passport into
circulation as quickly as possible.

Human resource development

15. The Authority expressed concern over malaria and
HIV which are wreaking havoc on our populations,
and urged States to take all necessary measures to
implement the HIV and Malaria Control Strategies
adopted by the OAU and ECOWAS Ministers of
Health.The Authority issued an urgent appeal to phar
maceutical laboratories and the international com
munity to make drugs available to our populations at
affordable prices.

16. Recognising that today's children are tomorrow's
leaders, Heads of State and Government undertook
to combat all forms of violence ofwhich they are victim,
such as physical abuse, child trafficking and slavery,
conscription into armed groups. They called on Mem
berStates to ratify the statutesofthe International Crimi
nalCourt and to prosecutethose guilty ofrecruiting and
using children in armed conflict.

Management of water resources

17. Concerned at the fact that, despite possessing an
enormous potential, West Africa suffers from acute
shortage of water which affects its social and eco
nomic development, the Authority adopted a Re
gional Action Plan for integrated Management of
Water Resources. This regional plan seeks to es
tablish a coherent framework for coordination and
harmonisation of the water resource management
plans, programmes and strategies of all ECOWAS
Member States.
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INSTITUTIONAL MATTERS

(i) Strengthening Community Institutions

18. In the hope of ensuring better monitoring of com
munity programmes and improving communications
between its institutions and Member States, the
Authority directed the Executive Secretary to study
the possibility of appointing representatives of the
Secretariat in each Member State.

19. Within the context of the restructuring of the Institu
tions and measures to improve their efficiency, the
Authority directed the Executive Secretariat to
present a detailed report at its next session. The
report should set out the total amount spent on staff
expenses in the Community institutions and the
share of this item in the overall budget.

(ii) Court of Justice

20. The Authority established the Community Court of
Justice made up of the following members:

- Mr Anthony Alfred BENIN - Ghana
- Mrs. Hadjia Awa Nana-Amadou DABOYA - Togo
- Mrs. Aminata MALLE - Mali

- El Hadj Mansour TALL - Senegal
- Mr. Barthelemy TOE - Burkina Faso
- Mrs. Hassine Mapwaniyo DONLI - Nigeria
- Mr. Soumana Dirarou SIDIBE - Niger

21. The Authority decided to continue its consultations
on the choice of the seat of the Court. *

(iii) Community Parliament

22. The Authority established the Community Parliament
made up of 120 members. Itdecided to continue con
sultations on the choice of the seat of the Parliament.

(iv) ECOWAS Flag

23. The Authority requested the Executive Secretariat
to organise a competition among artists in the re
gion for the design of an ECOWAS flag.

REGIONAL PEACE AND SECURITY

Guinea, Sierra Leone, Liberia

24. In view of the deterioration in the climate of peace
and security between Guinea, Liberia and Sierra
Leone, the Summit of Heads of State and Govern-

. ment held in-depth discussions on the issue. The
Summit took due note of the undertaking by Guinea,
Liberia and Sierra Leone that:

(i) each of the countries will do all in its power to
ensure that the national territory is not used by
national or foreign armed individuals to prepare
and perpetrate attacks on neighbouring countries
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ii) each country undertakes to disarm any irregu
lar armed groups present in its territory.

iii) the three countries undertake as part of their
joint effort to rebuild trust and restore peace, to
refrain from any act or statement, in whatever
form, that may appear hostile to the other party.

iv) the Summit of Heads of State and Government
undertook to effect the immediate deployment of
interposition forces along the borders between the
three countries. The Summit recommended an im
mediate meeting ofHeads ofState ofthe three coun
tries under the auspices of ECOWAS and OAU.

Sierra Leone

25. The Authorityreaffirmed its support for the Lome Peace
Agreement signed between the Government of Sierra
Leone and the RUF. Heads of State and Government

called on the parties concerned to fully comply with
the provisions of the cease-fire agreement signed in
Abujaon 10th November,2000. They urged ECOWAS
Member States, the OAU and the international com
munity to contribute troops to UNAMSIL to enable it
carry out its mission successfully.

Cote d' Ivoire

26. The Authority commended the efforts of the OAU
Committee of Ten on Cote d'lvoire, which is a clear
demonstration of the desire of the whole continent

to promote peace, security and democracy in a Mem
ber State . The Authority urged the Ivorien authori
ties to promote dialogue and reconciliation so as to
ensure the effective participation of all Ivoriens in
the democratic process in Cote d'lvoire

27. In view of the grave situation, the Authority man
dated the current Chairman to send a delegation of
members of the ECOWAS Mediation and Security
Council to Abidjan as soon as possible.

28 The Authority also condemned the loss of human
lives and wanton destruction of property that followed
the presidential election held in November 2000. It
stressed the need for an international commission

of inquiry into the killings that took place, with a view
to identifying those responsible for the massacres.

Senegal

29. The Authority of Heads of State and Government
commended His Excellency. Abdoulaye Wade, Presi
dent of the Republic of Senegal, for his recent peace
moves in initiating dialogue with the separatist fighters
in Casamance. The Authority called on all ECOWAS
Member States, particularly the neighbouring States,
to uphold the peace process in Senegal.
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Guinea Bissau

30. The Authority, reaffirming its commitment to the
ECOWAS Declaration of Political Principles, strongly
condemned the attempt to overthrow the democrati
cally elected government of Guinea Bissau, and in
sisted on the need to respect- constitutional order
and the rule of law in order to strengthen the demo
cratic process in that country. It also stressed the
need for national reconciliation, as set out in the
Abuja Agreement. To this end, the Authority urged
the Government of Guinea Bissau to look into the

issue of the status offormer President Joao Bernardo

VIEIRA, and to accord him the privileges due by
virtue of that status.

31. The Authority, aware of the crucial importance of
putting the Guinea Bissau economy back on track
after several months of conflict, requested the do
nor community to, particularly the Bretton Wood in
stitutions, lend immediate technical and financial
assistance to Guinea Bissau.

COOPERATION WITH DEVELOPMENT PARTNERS

32. ECOWAS Heads of State and Government reiter

ated their gratitude to their development partners,
particularly the OAU, the European Union, USAID,
the ECA, the World Bank, the IMF, ITU, FAO, Ja
pan, Canada, and Germany for the various forms of
assistance they have provided in support of.the re
gional integration process. They encouraged the
ECOWAS Executive Secretariat to resume coopera
tion with the ADB and to pursue efforts aimed at
extending cooperation to other partners, in particu
lar, the Scandinavian and Arab countries

ISSUES FOR FURTHER STUDY

33. The Authority underscored the need to intensify re
gional cooperation and integration efforts. To this
end, it directed the Executive Secretariat to organ
ise consultations on the measure .ECOWAS could
take in order to carry out its mission successfully.
The consultations should cover the following issues:

ii)

practising bilingualism with Community Institu
tions;

establishment of an ECOWAS Police Force to

combat insecurity and trans-border crimes;

iii) rotation of the post of Chairman of ECOWAS
among Member States;

iv) institutional reform: establishment of a Govern
ment of the Community with well-defined
sectoral responsibilities;

v) choice of a name for the Community and des
ignation of a capital for West Africa.
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DATEANDVENUEOFTHENEXTSUMMrT

34. Heads of State and Government decided to re-elect
His Excellency, Alpha Oumar Konare, President of
the Republic of Mali, as Chairman of the ECOWAS
Authority of Heads of State and Government. The
next session of the Authority will be held in Decem
ber 2001 at a venue to be determined by consulta
tions.
